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He is calling souls from this sinful world to 
believe on Him and to receive the gift of eternal 
life.

Men nailed the Lord Jesus Christ to a cross, 
meaning to get rid of Him. But God raised Him 
to the highest place in heaven. He is the One 
that sinners must look to if they ever hope to 
be saved and to go to heaven. “Look unto Me, 
and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth; 
for I am God, and there is none else” (Isaiah 
45:22). 
He is the One — the only One — who brings 
life to the world. “In Him was life; and the 
life was the light of men” (John 1:4). “I give 
unto them eternal life; and they shall never 
perish, neither shall any man pluck them 
out of My hand” (John 10:28).

e word “responsible” means “able to 
respond.” Every member of the human race is 
able to respond to His love. If they choose never 
to do so, they alone will bear the blame and 
consequences of their decision forever. �ey 
are completely without excuse if they never 
come to Him.
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Families that fail to teach that everyone is 
responsible to God for their actions?

 e entertainment industry which so dis-
tracts minds that they have no time for serious 

thoughts about eternity?
 ese things are all sadly true, but the re-

sponsibility to receive Christ as Saviour rests 
forever with each person. Even though all these 
things are stacked against it, God has 
given clear and plentiful witness that 
Jesus Christ is the Saviour men need. 
From glory He came to be born as 
a man on earth. In His life He 
clearly ful�lled speci�c, remark-
able and innumerable Old Testa-
ment prophecies. His teachings were with 
words of matchless love, grace and power. God 
con�rmed the message of the Lord Jesus through 
the miracles He performed. Of all men who ever 
lived, His words alone perfectly matched His 
deeds and life.

After three and a half years of ministering to 
the needs of those around Him, He let Himself 
be taken and nailed to the cross. His sacri�ce is 
the greatest act of love the world will ever know. 
He is now seated at God’s right hand in heaven. 
He will come back to earth in judgment, but be-

Here is another question that is far more im-
portant to you than anything concerning natural 
disasters could ever be: When a soul dies without 
ever having turned to God in repentance, who is 
to blame for the misery it will have for all eter-
nity? Does it make sense to place blame on any 
of the following?
